IMPETIGO



There has been a case of impetigo reported in your child’s classroom. Impetigo is a highly infectious skin lesion that looks red, raised and contains pus that makes the lesions look like blisters. Itching is common. It can be caused by either strep or staph.


It is important to keep your child out of school if you suspect impetigo until he/she has been seen by a physician. If the diagnosis is impetigo, please keep the child home until he/she has been on an antibiotic for 24 hours. Other information follows.

METHOD OF TRANSMISSION

Direct contact with draining sores spreads the condition. Hands soiled with drainage from lesions contaminate other items, leading to indirect spread of this condition.

INCUBATION

It takes 2-10 days and occasionally longer, from the time of exposure until the lesions develop.

COMMUNICABLE PERIOD

The disease is communicable as long as the drainage is present.

PRECAUTIONS

Persons with lesions should avoid contact with newborns.


If your child develops impetigo, please let the school know so that prevention measures can be taken.
