RINGWORM

A case of ringworm has been reported in your child’s classroom. Ringworm is a fungal disease of the skin. It is contagious. Please suspect ringworm if you find the symptoms listed below and have your child seen by a physician. Early treatment will keep the condition from spreading to others.

SYMPTOMS

Flat, ring-like rash, inflamed, may itch or burn. On the scalp or feet, appears as scaly patches and cracking skin.

INCUBATION

The time between exposure and development of the condition is usually four to ten days.

METHOD OF TRANSMISSION

Direct contact with lesions of infected person or animal; indirect contact with articles or surfaces contaminated with lesions.

COMMUNICABLE PERIOD

The condition can be passed to another person as long as the lesions are present.  The child should stay home from school until he/she has been appropriately treated for 24 hours. They should not be involved in contact sports until the lesions are gone. Good hygiene practices will help prevent spread. Household contacts and animals should be examined and treated if infected.


Please let the school know when your child has any communicable disease so that others may be alerted to watch for symptoms.
